Mein Mann hilft mir
dabei, den Rahmen aus Bambus herzustellen, und ich webe dann farbige Pandanusfasern mit derselben
Technik, die ich fur die Taschen verwendete. Ich verwende viele Farben, das mag ich sehr. Farben sind fur
meine Arbeit sehr wichtig."
