In den frihen 1990er Jahren gehorte
Kay dann zu den ersten Frauen, die auf Rinde malten. Neben Rindenmalereien umfasst ihr Repertoire heute
auch lorrkon (Gedenkpfahle), mimih-Schnitzerein [Geistwesen] sowie Radierungen.

Kay hatte ihre erste Einzelausstellung im Jahre 2004 und gewann im selben Jahr den Preis fiir die beste
Rindenmalerei beim renommierten Telstra National Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Art Award. Wéahrend
der letzten zwei Jahrzehnte hat Kay auch internationales Ansehen erlangt und wird in vielen Galerien wie
beispielsweise in GroRbritannien oder Bahrain prasentiert.
