Samuel wurde im Jahre 1965 im westlichen zentralen Arnhemland geboren. Als Mitglied einer Kunstlerfamilie
lehrte sein Vater, der hervorragende Kunstler Peter Marralwanga, ihn das Malen der Geschichten seines
Clans.

Ein dUbliches Thema in Samuel Namunjdjas Werk ist kunkurra, die Schépfungsgeschichte des Windes. Diese
Gemalde stellen nicht nur die Wirbelwinde und Zyklone dar, die so typisch fur das Arnhemland sind. Sie
nehmen auch Bezug auf Bilwoyinj, eine Statte in der Nahe von Samuels Clanland. Es heil3t, dass an diesem
Ort zwei bedeutende Schoépferahnen, ein Vater mit seinem Sohn, die in der Kuninjku-Sprache na-korrkko
heillen, einen Waran gejagt und gegessen haben. Dabei haben sie Fett zurickgelassen, das zu dem
Steinsalz wurde, das noch heute an dieser Statte zu finden ist. Bilwoyinj ist auch der Zeremoniengrund fur
Yabbaduruwa, eine bedeutende Zeremonie, die sich mit Initiation, Landbesitz und Erneuerungszyklen von
Mensch und Natur befasst. Andere beliebte Themen sind Mimih-Geister, die Regenbogenschlange Ngalyod
und der Blitzmann Namarrkon.

Samuel malt nicht nur diese traditionellen Geschichten sondern auch welche aus dem Alltagsleben, die
profaner sind, wie zum Beispiel das Fangen von Krebsen und anderen Tieren oder das Sammeln von
Pflanzen.

Samuels Rarrk-Stil gilt als besonders fein in Western Arnhem Land. Sein detailreicher Farbauftrag lasst die
Oberflache des Erdpigments zart und lyrisch erscheinen. Seine Arbeit ist lebendig und hat Bewegung und
Tiefe.
